1). Joel, a prophet appointed by God to deliver a
message of warning and repentance to Judah.

2). The only mention of family is Joel’s father Pethuel.
There is no specific detail about the time of the writing.

3). Joel in Hebrew is Yo-el ( JEHOVAH is LORD).



Joel 2 is a prophecy from God with Eschatological

Connotation, using history & prophecy of how God will move
Judah from her present status into the future. A warning,
teaching, and call to action for Judah and believers today.
The Day of The Lord in Old Testament context, often

conveyed a sense of imnminence, and expectation:
