PERSONS, PLACES & EVENTS

. Jesus Buried at Josephs Tomb.

. Mary Magdalene — A woman from the city of

Magdala and became devoted follower of Jesus.

. John — A Disciple & friend, like a brother, the one

whom Jesus loved.
Peter — one of the first followers of Jesus AKA
Simon Peter, Cephas was with Jesus until the end.



JOHN 20:1 NRSV LY

1) Early on the first day of the week,
while it was still dark, Mary Magdalene
came to the tomb and saw that the
stone had been removed from the
tomb.



JOHN 20:2 NRSV LY

2). SO, she ran and went to Simon Peter
and the other disciple, the one whom
Jesus loved, and said to them, “They
have taken the Lord out of the tomb,
and we do not know where they have

laid him.



JOHN 20:3-4 NRSV LY

3) Then Peter and the other disciple set out
and went toward the tomb.

4).The two were running together, but the
other disciple outran Peter and reached the
tomb first.

9). for as, yet they did not understand
the scripture, that he must rise from the
dead.

10).Then the disciples returned to their
homes.

19 When it was evening on that day,
the first day of the week, and the doors
were locked where the disciples were,

for fear of the Jews,

Jesus came and stood among them
and said, “Peace be with you.”



JOHN 20:21-22 NRSV LY

20) After he said this, he showed them his
hands and his side. Then the disciples
re oiced when they saw the Lord.

21) Jesus said to them again, “Peace be
with you. As the Father has sent me, so |
send you.”
