Points of Information — Acts

The Book of The Acts of the Apostles was
written by Luke.

Much of the ministries of the Apostles Peter
d Paul are described 1in the Book of Acts.
Luke’s close friendship and ministerial
partnership with the Apostle Paul enabled
him to bear witness to the spread of the
Gospel — especially 1n terms of Paul’s
missionary journeys.




Points of Information — Acts

With 1ts detailed information about the early
Christian church, the Book of the Acts of
the Apostles serves as a historical bridge
between the Gospels and the Epistles
(Letters) in the New Testament.



Points of Information — Luke
Luke was a Gentile, not a Jew.

Luke was a medical doctor by profession,
which the Apostle Paul noted in Colossians
‘14 when he referred to Luke as “the
beloved physician.”



Points of Information — Luke

Although Luke traveled and worked directly
with the Apostle Paul, he (Luke) was not
one of the original Twelve Disciples and he
was not an eyewitness to the earthly

inistry of Christ Jesus.



Points of Information — Peter

Peter’s first name was actually Sitmon. Jesus
gave him the surname of Peter. It’s a word
taken for a stone or a rock. The Greek word

Jesus recruited Peter and his brother
Andrew as they were fishing with their
father.



Points of Information — Peter

Peter, along with John and James, was a member
of an 1nner circle of the original Twelve
Disciples. Jesus took only these three with Him:
a. into the Garden of Gethsemane, where He went
to pray (Matthew 26:36-37; Mark 14:32-33); b.

p onto the Mount of Transfiguration, where He
was seen talking to Moses and Elijjah (Matthew
17:1-8; Mark 9:2-13; Luke 9:28-36); and c. when
He went to the home of Jairus, to heal that man’s
daughter (Mark 5:37; Luke 8:51).



Points of Information — Peter

Peter preached a powerful sermon on the
historic Day of the Pentecost. As a result,

r three thousand people became
clievers. Acts 2:14-41.



Peter Takes A Risk

powerful and wonderful sermon, where about
3,000 souls were saved.

ow, we encounter the Apostle Peter as he was
sent to the home of a centurion named Cornelius.




Acts 10:23b [NIV]

The next day Peter started out
with them. And some of the
believers from Joppa went
along.




Acts 10:24

The following day he arrived in
Caesarea. Cornelius was
expecting them and had called
together his relatives and close
friends.




Acts 10:25

As Peter entered the house,
Cornelius met him and fell at his
feet In reverence.




Acts 10:26

But Peter made him get up.
“Stand up, he said, “l am only a
man myself.”




Acts 10:27

While talking with him, Peter
went inside and found a large
gathering of people.




Acts 10:28

He said to them: “You are well
aware that it is against our law
for a Jew to associate with or
visit a Gentile. But God has
shown me that | should not call
anyone impure or unclean.



Acts 10:29

So when | was sent for, | came
without raising any objection.
May | ask why you sent for me?”




Acts 10:30

Cornelius answered: “Three days
ago | was in my house praying
at this hour, at three in the
afternoon. Suddenly a man in
shining clothes stood before me

and said, “Cornelius, God has
heard your prayer and

remembered your gifts to the
POOr.




Acts 10:32

Send to Joppa for Simon who is
called Peter. He Is a guest in the
home of Simon the tanner, who
ives by the sea.’

So | sent for you immediately,
and it was good of you to
come. Now we are all here In
the presence of God to listen to
everything the Lord has
commanded you to tell us.”

Then Peter opened his mouth,
and said, “Of a truth | perceive
that God Is no respecter of
persons:

around doing good and healing
all who were under the power of
the devil, because God was with

Him.




Acts 10:44

While Peter was still speaking
these words, the Holy Spirit

came on all who heard the
message.




Acts 10:46a

For they heard them speaking Iin
tongues and praising God.
