LIBERATING LESSON

The language of “slave” and “servant” to describe
the humility Christ modeled for believers, has the
potential to take on different meanings in light of
the African-American experiences. Modern-day
believers should avoid harmful interpretations of
this text that suggest we are called to purposeless
suffering that does not affirm or benefit humanity.
