Points of Information — Abraham

Abraham’s original name was Abram. The
Lord changed it. Genesis 17:5. Abram
means ‘“father 1s exalted.” Abraham means
“father of a multitude.”

Abraham (a son of Terah) 1s regarded as
the patriarch of the world’s three major
religions: Christianity, Judaism and Islam.



Points of Information — Abraham

An elderly Abraham (100 years old)
and his wife Sarah had just one son,

Isaac. Genesis 21:1-3, 5.




Points of Information — Abraham

Abraham had his faith tested by God,
when the Lord directed him to sacrifice
his son Isaac. Abraham took Isaac up on a
mountain and — with a sword 1n his hand —
was ready to fully comply with the Lord’s
command to slay his son. That 1s when
Our Heavenly Father provided a “ram in
the bush” to serve as the sacrifice and to
eliminate the need for Abraham to kill

Isaac. Genesis 22:1-13. This story 1s also
told in Hebrews 11:17-19.



Points of Information — Abraham

As Matthew provided the genealogy
of Jesus, initially and primarily for an
audience of Jewish readers, he
showed how Christ descended on
earth from the line of Abraham.

Matthew 1:1, 2.



Points of Information — Abraham

James (a half-brother of Jesus) noted
that Abraham had received one of the
highest honors of all time. This

primary patriarch was referred to as a

“Friend of God.” James 2:23.

He took his wife, Sarai, his nephew,
Lot, and all his wealth — his livestock
and all the people he had taken
iINntfo his household at Haran — and
headed for the land of Canaan.
When they arrived in Canaan,

land as far as Shechem. There
he set up camp beside the oak
of Moreh. At that fime, the area
was inhabited by Canaanites.
